STUDENT BEHAVIORAL EXPECTATIONS CONTRACT

FOR INTERNATIONAL TRIPS

The following guidelines are established to insure physical and emotional safety for all participants of international trips. The student and parents must read and sign this contract thereby agreeing to the terms set forth herein. No student will be allowed to participate in a trip until this form has been signed and returned to the trip leader.

•It should be understood first and foremost that all regular Catlin Gabel school rules and regulations bind students while on any trip.

•Students must understand that while traveling abroad, they are secondarily bound by all laws and regulations of that country or state.

•It should be understood by each student that she/he is an ambassador of her/his family, the Catlin Gabel School and the country.  Student should behave in a manner that is respectful of everyone involved and doesn’t compromise the safety or emotional wellbeing of trip participants or leaders.  

•Students are not allowed to smoke, drink alcohol or use drugs at anytime.  This includes time spent with home stay families.

•Curfews must be observed at all times.

•Students are not allowed to engage in sexual behavior while on the trip.

•Students may not drive at anytime.

•In the event a determination is made by the trip leader and Catlin Gabel administration that a student be sent home for violation of contract, it is understood that the parents of the student will be responsible for all expenses involved in the student’s return.  This would likely involve a parent or faculty member traveling to the location and escorting the student home.  

•I understand that violation of this contract could result in my (or my child’s) immediate return home and that further disciplinary action will be considered by the School administration upon my (or my child’s) return.

Mission Statement

2. I will use only appropriate language, gestures and comments, taking care not to harass or argue with students or adults with whom I interact. 3. I will carry a copy of my passport/visa at all times on my person while my trip leaders ensure my passport/visa in a secure place at all times.  .
4. I understand I am responsible for any personal valuables at all times, and I am urged to leave them at home.

5. I understand that I am responsible for my own luggage.  I will also abide by the airline’s luggage restrictions.

6. I will always be respectful to the trip leaders, teachers, guards, fellow students, and to the people in all the establishments that we will visit. 
7. I understand that this trip is an educational experience, and thus, shopping is not the focus.

8. I will do my best to mingle/interact with all other students on this trip, taking reasonable measures to include others in activities and conversations.  If I notice someone is not included, I will gently and discreetly invite them to join us.  I will also respect and honor when a student requests time and space away from me.

9. I understand that while on this trip, inappropriate public displays of affection with American or Chinese students will not be tolerated.  
10. I will follow the established dress code and expectations while on this trip.  

11. During our trips off campus I will stay with at least one person. I will participate in group activities in a cooperative, positive manner.

12. While on campus, I will stay with the group.  If I need to leave the group, I will make sure someone knows where I am at all times.
13. I will stay in the dormitory after curfew until release of building curfew the next morning.  

14. I will be in my room by the set room curfew until release of room curfew the next morning.

15. I will attend the daily group meeting, bringing the itinerary, a pencil and my journal.

16. I will report all injuries, illness and medication needs to my trip leaders.
