The following guidelines are established to insure a safe trip for all students and trip 

leaders/chaperones involved. The student and her/his parents must read and sign 

this contract thereby agreeing to the terms set forth herein. No student will be 

allowed to participate in a trip until this form, along with others, has been signed 

and returned to the trip leader. 

•It should be understood that all regular school rules and regulations bind students while 

on any trip. 

•Students are not allowed to smoke, drink alcohol or use drugs at anytime, even in the 

home of a host family. 

•Curfews must be respected and unruly behavior, (as deemed by the trip leader), will 

not be tolerated. 

•Students are not allowed to engage in sexual behavior while on the trip 

•Students must understand that while traveling abroad, they are bound by all laws and 

regulations of that country or state and may be subject to prosecution in that country for 

violation of any laws. 

•In the event a determination is made by the trip leader that a student should be sent 

home for violation of the rules or because of physical illness, it is understood that the 

parents of the student will be responsible for all expenses involved in the student 

returning. 

•Students may not drive at anytime. 

•It should be understood by each student that she/he in an ambassador of her/his family, 

the School and the country and should behave in a manner that is respectful of everyone 

involved. 

I understand that violation of this contract will result in my(my daughter’s or son’s) 

immediate return home and that further disciplinary action will be considered by 

the School administration upon my (her/his) return.
