"Books Get My Vote" Election!

The following list does not pretend to cover everything, but it is a great selection of favorites from a community that loves books.  (That would be us.)  It was compiled from the many "write-ins" on the ballots we received during our "Books Get My Vote" election in the fall of 2000.    Many more excellent books could be added, but this is certainly a fabulous place to search for summer reading ideas.

We apologize that space does not permit giving information about the books, but please try to save and make use of the list (it can last you many years!).  Some suggestions:  Bring it when searching at the public library, quiz your friends about their favorites and learn more about different titles, search a website like Amazon.com that will provide summaries and reviews, or talk to a librarian about which titles might be right for you!

A word to 4th and 5th graders about picture books:

We encourage all older students to scan the picture book list and check off the titles that have been read aloud to you or that you have read yourself.  It will be fun to see how many you remember!   Hopefully, you know the majority of them.  If not, make it a summer project to read as many as you can.  Picture books often have a 4th to 5th grade reading level, and if you pay attention to the writing styles of the various authors, it can help you become a better writer.  Notice character descriptions,  poetic language, and colorful embellishments.  Now that you are older, you are working to improve these things in your own writing.  Picture books let  you survey many styles in a short time.  Plus, the artwork is a treasure, and it would be a shame to go on to Middle School having missed these great stories. 

A word to 1st to 3rd graders:

Start by checking off all the picture books you have read or heard, and explore the rest.  Read them all before you leave Lower School!   Remember that some of the novels listed here are still being read by Middle School students.  Keep track of this list and it can give you ideas for years to come.  Although the list of "books in a series" has a wide range of reading levels, it probably has more good "first chapter books" than the other lists of novels.  Don't frustrate yourself with books that are too hard to really understand.  You can always come back to them later!
